In order to comply with 18 U.S.C 1905 which prohibits any federal employee from releasing proprietary information to non-Government sources the following changes are made to the contract:





A.1.27 SECURITY REQUIREMENTS FOR UNCLASSIFIED AUTOMATED INFORMATION RESOURCES (1852.204-76) (MODIFIED) is revised to incorporate a new subparagraph (a) and to redesignate the current subparagraphs (a) and (b) as subparagraphs (b) and (c) respectively.





The contractor may not have access to any information subject to 18 U.S.C. 1905 unless the Government has consent of the appropriate party for providing access to any such information to the contractor.  Therefore, the contractor’s systems for implementing this contract must be based on the premise that the contractor will not be authorized access to, and may not obtain access to, some or all information maintained on Government systems which is subject to 18 U.S.C 1905.





2. C.8.3 SENSITIVE INFORMATION SUPPORT (UNCLASSIFIED) is revised to replace the first sentence in the second paragraph with the following two sentences:





To the extent the contractor’s access to sensitive information or systems as described above has been authorized, reference Section A.1.27 (a) of this contract, the contractor may have access to such information.  The contractor must implement procedures to ensure contractor access to such information or systems is not obtained without authorization.
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
